After passing the exam, the successful candidate can immediately apply to become a member of BVAM (Entrance Fee RM100 & yearly Membership Fee 
RM100).  Upon becoming a BVAM member, the candidate can also apply to be a member of IACVS with the first year’s membership fee waived.  They 
will also be conferred with the ICVS Certificate. Successful candidates who become members of IACVS are then required to either submit a simple case 
study report within 60 days or alternatively choose to submit the first three valuation reports upon commencing practice to IACVS.
